The same if your grade is 18/30 
because this does not change the weight of 
the exam.

System 

The Italian Grading System ranges from 18/30 to 
30/30. 

The highest mark is 30/30 with distinction (lode). 

Exams under 18/30 are considered as “fail/not 
passed” and cannot be registered on the final 
transcript of records. 

Please note that some courses 
("laboratory/workshop") have only “Idoneo/Non 
Idoneo” or “Pass/Fail”. This is because some 
courses, in force of national 17.07.2023 
regulations, do not foresee a grade award but 
only an attendance condition

Training 

Students need to enter their personal data 
through the online procedure in order to pre- 
enrol (Tutorial). 

The International Relations Service of the 
School of Agriculture will contact them with 
any additional requests in order to complete 
the pre-enrollment procedure. 
After completing registration upon arrival, 
students will be provided with a student 
number (matricola) and a provisional 
password (date of birth), which together with 
student number will serve as credentials to 
access all online services.

Mutualitas  
policy 

If you are a Non-EU citizen intending to 
enter Italy you must submit your visa 
application (for STUDY reasons/University 
Enrolment) and the relevant documents to 
the Italian diplomatic representation. 
Within 8 working days from your arrival in 
order to legitimate your stay you must 
submit your Stay/Residence Permit 
request using a dedicated kit available at 
qualified post offices (Sportello Amico) 

If you are Non EU citizen regularly living in 
another EU country for study reasons you 
are not requested to get a visa to come 
study at UniFI provided that your stay is 
long no more than 360 days and that your 
EU residence permit is valid for the whole 
period you will spend in Florence. Once 
arrived, in order to legitimate your stay 
you must submit the declaration of 
presence to the Immigration Office- 
Questura (Central Police Station in the 
province) within 8 working days from your 
arrival. EU students, or come from EFTA 
countries (Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway 
and Switzerland) who are going to stay in 
Italy for over a 3 months period, must 
register at the Local Anagrafe (Population 
Register office) of the municipality of 
current residence.

Foreigners who regularly stay in Italy for 
more than 3 months are required to take 
out insurance against the risk of illness by 
a private insurance policy, or by 
voluntarily registering with the National 
Health Service (SSN) through the 
payment of an annual contribution. Due 
to the 2024 Finance Act, this fee has 
significantly increased. 
 
 
Therefore UNIFI, through its insurance 
broker (MARSH) has identified, as an 
alternative to voluntary registration with 
the SSN, insurance cover for medical 
expenses for foreign students. The policy 
can be consulted and activated via the 
Mutualitas portal, allowing an estimate to 
be drawn up and the insurance cover to 
be purchased by credit card.
